THE VICAR WRITES

During Lent we prepare to renew our
baptism and travel as Israelites from
slavery into freedom with God.
Beginning on Ash Wednesday, (17th
February) Lent is another Passover,
culminating in the Easter Vigil (8.30pm
3rd April), when all is renewed and
redeemed in Christ's death and resurrection. Why not
start to think what will be your focus for the 40 days of
Lent? Can | suggest that we think very seriously about
forgiveness? Our culture is not forgiving — in fact it no
longer understands the meaning of the word. Christians in
our churches — you and me - probably talk about
forgiveness, but when it comes to our situation and it is
tough, then we search for blame or nurse hurts. Jesus
came to show us the way through the barriers to God: and
occasionally somebody comes to show us how amazing
that gift is. For example in South-East London, when
Simon and Rachel Boxall's daughter Rosi (17) was
recently bullied by a couple of teenage girl gangsters to
the point of committing suicide, they proclaimed that they
had forgiven the perpetrators of that act. They said:
“we want to know that we forgive them.That does not mean
that what they did doesn't matter, of course it does.
Forgiveness means that we refuse to be shackled by
bitterness and our prayer is that forgiveness will allow the
girls to be released from the burden of what they did.”
The key this Lent for you and me, is to ask for and offer
forgiveness; that way we unburden ourselves for the
journey to and with God.

THE BISHOP’'S LETTER - “Anglo -Catholics and the See of Peter”

Anglo-catholic is one of those labels which proves so tricky to define. It nearly
always gets changed to ‘high church’ by the media, who mean by it people who
like ‘smells and bells’, ‘fancy’ worship rather than ‘plain’ worship. The first people
to use the term, however, the ‘Tractarians’, were not especially interested in bells,
and would certainly not have burned incense. Back in 1838, the first use of the
term in English, the emphasis was on the continuity of the Church of England with
the Church of apostolic times. The Church, the Tractarians said, was a divine
society and not an instrument of the state. The ministry of the Church and her
sacraments were holy, catholic, and apostolic. There was an early division among
the Tractarians, what was called a ‘parting of friends’. Some, notably John Henry
Newman, were led by their theological explorations to become Roman Catholics.
Others, notably John Keble and Edward Bouverie Pusey, took refuge in the
‘Branch Theory’, the idea that Rome, Constantinople (the Orthodox), and
Canterbury were all ancient churches, sharing the ministry of bishop, priest, and
deacon, descended from the apostles, and the sacraments, ordained by Christ.
Tragically divided, in human terms, these ‘branches’, the Anglo-Catholics said,
were nonetheless branches of the One Vine, in a way that Methodists and
Baptists, say, were not (because they have no bishops and a different view of
sacraments).Throughout the twentieth century there was a continuing exploration
of what it might take for the main ‘branches’ to recognise one another. Rome
have talked to the Orthodox. Anglicans have talked to Rome, and to the
Orthodox. In addition there have been extensive dialogues and conversations
with churches of the Reformation, what we tend to call ‘nonconformists’. Since
1966, when Archbishop Michael Ramsey and Pope Paul VI met in Rome, there
has been particular enthusiasm for ARCIC — the Anglican Roman Catholic
International Commission — and we were never more optimistic about reunion in
the West than in 1982, when Pope John Paul Il and Archbishop Robert Runcie
knelt together to pray in Canterbury Cathedral. In 1995 the Pope issued an
Encyclical Letter, Ut Unum Sint (‘That they may all be one’ [John 17]), inviting
Christians separated from Rome to explain just what they required to change
before they were re-united with the Holy See.The latest initiative, Anglicanorum
Coetibus, this year, is yet another invitation from the Holy See to Anglicans to
return in groups. Our day of prayer on 22" February, the Chair of Peter, is our
opportunity to think about this, in the company of Our Lord himself, and, where
possible, with Roman Catholics. It is not a day of decision but a day of prayer.
Though it is addressed to Anglicans in general, the particular focus of
Anglicanorum Coetibus is, of course, Anglo-Catholics. We are the ones who have
longed for the re-union of the Catholic Church. We are the ones who, with
candles, and devotions, and incense, and music, and prayers, and vestments
have got as close as we can to Roman Catholic practice. That's the ‘high church’
bit. More important, we are the ones who in matters of faith and morals — what we
believe about the Gospel, the Creeds, the Ministry, and the Sacraments - and
how we live — have always claimed to be ‘Catholic’. Do we mean it? And, if we do,
what do we do about it? Individually and in groups. That's what we are saying our
prayers about. May the prayers of Our Lady of Walsingham, St Therese and John
Henry Newman assist us as we seek to discover and build unity in the Church of
Jesus Christ.

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A first reaction to today's publication of Anglicanorum Coetibus
Nov 9, 2009

The Holy See has today published the Apostolic Constitution Anglicanorum
Coetibus, which will provide for Personal Ordinariates for Anglicans
entering into full communion with the Catholic Church. The text of the
Apostolic Constitution, and its Complementary Norms, can be read here.
The Chairman of Forward in Faith, Bishop John Broadhurst, has issued the
following interim statement to those clergy who look to him, as Bishop of
Fulham, for episcopal care at the present time and he is happy to share it
with the membership of Forward in Faith worldwide.

| had thought the original notice from Rome was extremely generous.
Today all the accompanying papers have been published and they are
extremely impressive. | have been horrified that the Church of England
while trying to accommodate us has consistently said we cannot have the
jurisdiction and independent life that most of us feel we need to continue on
our Christian pilgrimage. What Rome has done is offer exactly what the
Church of England has refused. Indeed it has offered the requests of
Consecrated Women? with the completion of its ecumenical hopes. We all
need now to ask the question 'is this what we want?' For some of us |
suspect our bluff is called! This is both an exciting and dangerous time for
Christianity in this country. Those who take up this offer will need to enter
into negotiation with the Church of England about access to parish
churches and many other matters. This situation must not be used to
damage the Church of England but | do believe we have a valid claim on
our own heritage in history. The doctrinal standard demanded by Rome is
the New Catechism which most of us use anyway. We would be allowed to
use Anglican or Roman rites and our ordinaries would have jurisdiction. We
will all need to meet and talk. | would hope that this could take place in
collaboration with the PEVs and other Catholic bishops. It is not my style to
give a expansive analysis of a document that | have only received today nor
will | answer the question 'What are you going to do?' That is something we
need to work out together.
