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2011 Census: appeal for help  
 
The next national census [that takes place every ten years] 
will be on Sunday  27 March 2011.  The census question-
naires will be sent to households by post before 27 March 
and you will be asked to complete the questionnaire and 
return it by post or provide the information through the 
internet. 
 
It would be good to alert relatives, friends and neighbours 
particularly in the 80+ age group to what is happen-
ing.  Some in this age group may find difficulty in com-
pleting the census questionnaire, but if they are under-
represented by census statistics, they may miss out on 
funding for health, transport and other services. Assis-
tance is offered, including Braille and large print forms, 
but it is not always possible to identify those with such 
needs.  
 
If a questionnaire is not returned someone is sent to fol-
low it up, and whilst all staff are properly trained and 
carry photo identity, the potential for a stranger at an eld-
erly person's door causing concern is readily apparent. 
 
Any help in alerting and assisting the elderly with the pro-
cedure would be welcome.

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We understand it to be something of this nature that our 
archbishops were trying to achieve in their ill-fated 
amendment at the July meeting of the General Synod. 
That amendment, though narrowly defeated in the 
House of Clergy, was widely supported elsewhere in 
the Synod and, indeed, a majority of members sup-
ported it. It might well be that a revisiting of the 
archbishops’ proposals, with some further development 
of them, could still help our Church to find a way for-
ward that enabled us all to remain faithful members of 
it. To this end we have set about forming ‘The Society’. 
It is under the patronage of Saint Wilfrid and Saint 
Hilda. Two of our number, the Bishops of Blackburn 
and of Gibraltar in Europe, have agreed to serve as 
episcopal protectors of The Society. The Bishop of 
Beverley will be the co-ordinating bishop. We are still 
in the process of giving more substance to its constitu-
tion. It may well be that the latter cannot be finally re-
solved until we know whether or not the House of 
Bishops and then the General Synod will be prepared to 
build further on our initiative. You can find more de-
tails as to our thinking by visiting The Society’s web-
site. Many have already enrolled as prospective mem-
bers of The Society and we now encourage all who 
support us to do so. We need to discover whether such 
a way forward commands the support of those who 
look to us for guidance. If that were to be so then it 
would be good to demonstrate to the wider Church just 
how many of its members need such provision in order 
to remain faithful members of it.

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PASTORAL LETTER 
 

We write as bishops within the Church of England, who seek 
both to maintain and promote its Catholic heritage, believing that 
this demands maintaining the ministry of bishops, priests and 
deacons in a manner consistent with the tradition of the Church, 
East and West. We address all those, ordained and lay, who look 
to us at this time for pastoral guidance. In July 2010 the General 
Synod of the Church of England took yet another decisive step in 
the direction of enacting legislation that would make it possible 
for women to be admitted to the episcopate. At the same time 
General Synod declined to make any appropriate provision that 
would satisfy the consciences of those of us who cannot accept 
that such ordinations would be a legitimate development in the 
life of the Church. Some have already decided that they can no 
longer remain within the Church of England. We genuinely wish 
them Godspeed as, heeding the call of conscience, they embark 
on a new episode in their Christian discipleship. We, too, in simi-
lar obedience to conscience, seek, if at all possible, to remain 
faithful members of the Church of England and undertake to sup-
port all who seek to do likewise. Even at this late hour we are 
seeking a way forward that would enable us with integrity to re-
tain such membership. We are passionate in our commitment to 
the mission of the Church of England and urgently seek a settle-
ment through which we would be free to play our part to the full-
est measure. We believe this could be done by the formation of a 
society within the Church of England, overseen by bishops com-
mitted to our viewpoint. Such bishops would need, of course, the 
necessary ordinary jurisdiction that would enable them to be the 
true pastors of their people and to be guarantors of the sacramen-
tal assurance on which we all depend for our authentic sharing 
within the Body of Christ. Given that our parishes are also con-
stituent parts of local dioceses we also understand that some way 
would have to be identified for sharing jurisdiction with the di-
ocesan bishop.
